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Dear Parents or Guardians, 
 

If someone asked you, “What is prayer?” I suspect most 
of us would give the simple and obvious answer, “Prayer 
is talking to God.”  And to mind would come the prayers 
you have mostly heard in church, or perhaps the prayers 
you have offered as families before meals at home, or as 
a child when your parents prayed with you before you 
went to sleep at night. 

 
In all of these cases prayer is something experienced 
more than it is something learned.  So it is with our 
children; if we want them to develop a personal 
relationship with Jesus then we need to model what a 
healthy relationship looks like.  Prayer is the foundational 
pillar of this relationship. 
 
Children will understand prayer best when they practice 
it in their family.  Children will learn that prayer is not just 
asking for “stuff” but seeking God to be present in our 
world because they hear your prayers.  They will come to 
understand that prayer is “doing something” and not just 
words by watching you live your life.  By praying as a 
family you make disciples of your family. 
 

To assist you in modeling an active prayer life for your 
children we have prepared this booklet to use as a 
resource for your family.  Our Life Path ministry also 
provides many opportunities to nurture children and 
families in the gift of prayer.

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TEN THINGS YOUR CHILD 
SHOULD KNOW ABOUT 

PRAYER 

 

1. Prayer can be spoken or silent.  
 

2. Prayer can be done as often as you like. 

 Every week, every day, every hour.   
 

3. There is no right or wrong way to pray.   
 

4. Prayer can be done alone, or with others.  
 

5. Prayer can be done in your room, at the 

 kitchen table, or anywhere.    
 

6. You can pray when you are happy, sad, 

 angry, scared or confused.  
 

7. Prayer can be for yourself and for others  
 

8. Prayer doesnõt need a certain structure,      

 length or specific words.   
 

9. Prayer doesnõt need a special occasion.  
 

10. Prayer doesnõt have to be a request.  It can 

 also be a òthank youó prayer.   



 

 

Kinds of Prayer 
  There are four kinds of prayer:  

 PRAISE 

CONCERN 

CONFESSION  

THANKSGIVING  
 

    Our prayers should always begin with a 

prayer of PRAISE .  When kids start praising 

God, it helps them focus prayer on God and 

not themselves and 

their ògimme list.ó  

Remind kids to tell 

God how awesome 

and wonderful He is.   

  We talk to God about our problems and the 

concerns we have for other people in our 

prayers of CONCERN.  Have kids ask God to 

bless and help others as much as God has 

blessed and helped them.  Interceding for 

other people and their requests is like taking 

the people directly to God.   
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 When we feel badly about something we said 

or did, we say, òIõm sorryó to God in a prayer 

of CONFESSION .   Have kids admit to God 

the things that theyõve done wrong.   

When kids turn away from their sins, Jesus 

gives them a clean heart that clears up the 

lines of prayer communication.
