Ways to Involve Children in Worship... 
 

 Talk about worship at home and prepare your child 

for what may happen and what you expect of them. 
 

 Find a seat near the front of the sanctuary so that 

your child can see and feel a part of what is happening. 
 

 Comment of special events happening in worship 

such as baptism, communion, and introduction of new 

members.  Point out banners or changes in the 

liturgical colors. 
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 Help children follow the order of service in the 

bulletin by numbering the parts of the service.  Let 

your child cross off each number as that part ends. 
 

 Let your child find the hymns and help hold the 

hymnal.  Run your fingers beneath the words being 

sung to help your child follow along.   
 

 Encourage your child to take part in 

the Time with Children. Parents are 

always welcome to join their children.   
 

 Children’s Worship Bags are available to 

aid in learning about and worshipping God.  

They can be picked up following the Time with Children 

in the front of the Sanctuary near the pulpit.   
 

 Let your child participate in the Passing of the 

Peace by shaking hands with and introducing your child 

to the people near you.   
 

 Help your child find the scripture lessons in the 

children’s pew Bibles in the front pews, and follow 

along as the scriptures are read. 
 

 Allow children to place the family’s offering 

envelope in the plate.  Use a pew envelope so 

children can feel part of the church by sharing their 

own offering.   
 

 Talk about what went on in worship at home.  Make 

positive observations about what happened in worship. 
 

 Make Sunday worship family time.  Let God’s love be 

evident in your family life the rest of the week.
