Predestination is not believing “whatever will be will
be.” Itis a doctrine that emphasizes God has chosen us
long before we are able to choose God. God chose us
“before the foundation of the world.” God also chose us
when Jesus died on the cross for our sin. In different ways, the Spirit
keeps working faith in us. Predestination does not try to discourage
anyone from finding God for themselves. This is everyone’s opportunity.
It is however, a doctrine aimed at comforting people and encouraging
them not to worry about their salvation. This does not mean we do not
care about faith. We share the gospel of Jesus Christ; we call people to
repentance; we challenge one another to live faithfully. When we seek to
join the church, when we seek to grow in our faith, when we seek to be
obedient, we do so by grace, not by anything we do. It is God working in
us. The sign of this work is our faith in Jesus Christ.
