The Pastor’s Longest Walk

A young pastor was called to serve a 3,000-member
church where the retiring pastor had served for 26 years.
On his first Sunday, the choir began proceeding up the
center aisle, singing the opening hymn. The pastor
nervously trailed behind.

The pulpit appeared to be very far away; the endless aisle
seemed as long as a football field. The pastor was walking but felt
as if he were getting nowhere. The hymn dragged on forever. His
hands shook, and he was perspiring. He felt unsure of himself.
Would he be accepted? Could he communicate clearly?

Later, when the pastor described the experience to friends, he
said it felt like the longest walk he’d ever taken. Now that he’s been
that church’s pastor for 10 years, he doesn’t think that aisle is so
long after all.

Like in the famous “Footprints” poem, God had carried this man
during a time of anxiety. By relying on God’s strength, the pastor
was able to face uncertainty and gratefully serve God in return.
