     Summer has arrived and with it we bring to a close another program 
year of Chancel Choir, Community Dinners, and LifePath Sunday School.  
But summer doesnôt mean our ministries shut down; read through the 
newsletter and mark your calendars so you will not miss these 
opportunities. 

     This Summer is also a time for our congregation to formalize our 
Sunday morning worship schedule.  For the last three months, your 
Session has been discussing how to evaluate our new Sunday Morning 
worship schedule.  Here are the issues that the Session is using to discern 
Godôs will during this process: 

Attendance at the Traditional Service is lower than one year ago but it is consistent 

with traditional worship numbers beginning in January 2010. 

Attendance at the Contemporary Service is higher than one year ago and higher 

than the beginning of 2010.  This service has benefited positively by the change. 

The overall number of worshippers on Sunday are about the same as a year ago. 

Some members are happy with the new schedule and some are disappointed. 

Overall feedback has been positive about the changes implemented to preserve 

the uniqueness of each worship experience. 

Many members have expressed their joy at the freedom to come to the service that 

best meets their needs on any given Sunday. 

Christian Education Coordinator, Diane Hansen, reports that LifePath Sunday 

School attendance has increased but that more time is needed for classroom time. 

If we change the schedule so that Sunday School overlaps with worship there is 

concern about the message that we are sending to one or the other. 

If we flip-flop the times of the service (as first discussed a year ago) we encounter 

time conflicts with staff and volunteers, as well as with those members who wanted 
to be done at specific times. 

Suggestions have been made that we alter our Sunday School format to fit a new 

shorter timeframe on Sunday and have a Wednesday Night education program that 
supplements Sunday morning. 

Suggestions have been made to have a Wednesday evening prayer service 

monthly to help people stay connected, who for various reasons, cannot be present 
on Sunday mornings. 

Suggestions have been made to go back to the way it was. 

     As you can see there is no one right answer when we hold the wants and the needs of 
our entire congregation in clear view.  However, as we discern the will of God for Manitowoc 
and Jesusô call to us to make new disciples, I am confident that the Holy Spirit will bless us 
with creative ways to meet these needs.  Your prayers make a difference!
