     All that one has to do is catch a glimpse of the news headlines to see 

how true that is.  For a small sample ï unemployment, ñpolarizedò 

government, state and federal budget deficits, Libya, Iraq, Afghanistan, 

homelessness, shrinking Christian influence, climate change, Haiti still 

recovering from its earthquake, Japan still menaced by earthquake, 

tsunami and radiation, and the list could go on and on and on.  Life is not 

always the way we want it to be. 

     I would imagine that was much the same feeling of Jesusô disciples on 

that first Easter morning.  They had such high hopes to begin with.  Then 

on Palm Sunday, with Jesusô triumphant entry into the city of Jerusalem, it 

looked as if those hopes would be realized.  Then came Jesusô arrest, 

trials, and crucifixion.  Their world had seemingly crumbled around them. 

Instead of riding the wave of Jesusô kingly reign they hid in a room ñwith the 

doors locked for fear of the Jews (John 20:19).  Life was not the way they 

wanted it to be. 

     Then came Easter morning and everything changed.  As Johnôs gospel 

puts it, ñJesus came and stood among them and said, óPeace be with 

you!ôé The disciples were overjoyed when they saw the Lord.ò  And this 

was not a token appearance; Jesus appeared to many people over 50 

days.  Then Jesus tells the disciples and all the world that though his body 

is leaving them he will always be with them even to the end of the ages 

(Matthew 28:20). 

     And thatôs the promise and the true joy of Easter ð Jesus lives and is 

with us always even when everything around us is not the way we wanted it 

to be!   

     The weather outside, our family life, our work situations, our friendships, 

our church hopes, etcémay not be the way we wanted them to be but life 

will be ok!  Jesus has risen!  Jesus is alive!  And if we faithfully seek to live 

as his disciples, even in the midst of innumerable difficulties and 

disappointments, we will be blessed.
